I. The software has to provide a wide range of molecular-biological applications, specifically required are: 

1. Working with sequences
Import, editing, and storage of the DNA, RNA and protein sequences.
Alignment of the DNA, RNA and protein sequences. 
Prediction and analysis of the secondary structure of proteins. 
Import and visualization of chromatograms of ABI sequencers.
Alignment of sequences of resequencing projects (Sanger´s sequencing).
De novo assembly of DNA sequences (de novo sequence assembly).
Mapping of DNA sequences on the reference sequence.
2. PCR primers
Designing PCR primers and hybridizing probes on a specified sequence.

Offers will be delivered until the deadline for the submission of offers to the customer´s address.  The offers may be submitted by the holder of a mail licence or personally on weekdays from 9am to 2 pm. The offers will be accepted by Ing. Pavla Bártová or Jitka Novotná, or another person authorized by Doc. Ing. Marcel Honza. 
Confirmation of the order delivery:

Every candidate that submits an offer personally within the deadline for submission of orders will receive an offer acceptance receipt. The confirmation will contain the details of the customer, the representing customer and the candidate, the serial number of the offer and the date and time of acceptance of the offer. The received offers will be recorded by the customer in the list of offers pursuant to the serial number of the offer and delivery date and time.

Assessment criteria:

The basic assessment criterion is the lowest offer price.

The assessment will be performed in the following way: 

For the assessment of the offers an assessment committee will use a scoring scale from 0 to 100. According to the criterion a point value, which reflects the success of the offer under the specific criterion, is determined to each offer.

The candidate fills in the data presented above concerning the assessment in a fixed contract proposal. 
The supplier is not allowed to make the proposed terms and criteria, which are subject to assessment, dependent on other criterion. Making dependent or placing several different values or criteria which are subject to assessment is the reason for rejection of the offer and exclusion of the supplier from the tender.

In addition, the supplier submits proof of permission to conduct business in accordance with the specific legislation to the extent corresponding to the subject of the contract, and in particular proof of a relevant trade licence; a basic copy of the extract from the trade register or a copy of the business license is sufficient.
A requirement on contact person announcement:

In their offer, the candidate will announce a contact person of the contract, their telephone number, and an e-mail address.

A requirement on the offer processing and the way of processing the offer price

The requirement on the offer processing: 
a) The offer will be submitted in a non-transparent, closed and completely intact envelope (envelopes) or other package marked on the front side as follows: in the upper left-hand corner of the envelope (package) the mail address of the supplier, to which, in case of the delayed submission of the offer, it is possible to send a message informing that his offer has been submitted after the deadline for the offers submission. In the middle there will be written "ECOP- 403- Software purchase" and "A competitive tendering- not to be opened". In the lower right-hand corner there will be the address of the customer. On the envelope (package) sealing there will be the supplier's stamp, or a signature of the statutory authority of the supplier. 
If the offer is not made in the above form, i.e. it is not clear that it is an offer of a supplier in the above tender, such fact is recorded in the list of received offers, together with the description of the non-sufficient offer, and then the offer will be rejected and the supplier will be excluded from the tender. 
b) All the terms and requirements of the customer defined by the request criteria will be included in the contract proposal, so that the contract proposal will correspond to the invitation to tender and the offer of the candidate. The candidate is obliged to fully respect the terms of the customer. If the contract proposal does not correspond to the request criteria and other parts of the candidate's offer, this fact will be the reason for the rejection of the offer and exclusion of the candidate from the tender. 
c) The offer will be submitted in one original in Czech or English. 
d) The offer will not include rewritings and corrections which could mislead the customer.  
e) The offer will be submitted in accordance with the provisions of section 69 of the Act at the address for the submission of offers as referred to by the customer in the notification of initiation of the tender or in the invitation.  
f) All sheets of the offer, attachments including, will be properly numbered in ascending sequence and the offer will be secured against tampering. 
g) The customer requires that each section of the offer or its annexes be separated by single sheets (so called separators) which allow easy orientation between the sections of the offer. The separators will partially overlap the sheets on the right side and will be numbered according to the contents customized according to the needs of the candidate. 
h) The candidate uses the binding order of the documents specified in the following tips of these offer processing instructions: 
· The contents of the offer. The offer will be provided with the contents with the page numbers for each of the sections (chapters). 
· A cover certificate of the offer. To form the cover certificate the candidate obligatorily uses the Annexe no. 1 – A cover certificate of an offer (an example). j) If an agent is acting on behalf of the candidate on the basis of a power of attorney, in the offer below the contract proposal there has to be a valid power of attorney in its original or in an officially certified copy.  
Variant offers: 

Every candidate may, within the tender, submit only one offer. The customer will exclude from the tender a candidate that has submitted more than one offer. 
The submission of variant offers is not permissible in the tender. The customer will exclude from the tender the candidate who submitted a variant offer.
A requirement on the way of processing the offer price:
- The customer requires the candidate to submit the pricing of each item of the offer price and fill in the cover certificate of the offer price. The completed cover certificate of the offer price will be a part of the offer, both in printed and electronic form. The candidate is obliged to comply with the structuring of the cover certificate of the offer price and price all the items. If the candidate fails to comply with the item structure of the cover certificate of the offer price or does not price any items, the customer will consider the candidate's offer inappropriate within the provisions of section 22, para. 1, letter a) of the act which does not meet the requirements of the customer on the subject of tender.    
- The offer price means a price defined by the candidate for the entire discharge subject of tender in CZK excluding VAT, which includes all related costs associated with the implementation of the discharge subject according to the paragraph "Assumed price of the order cannot exceed figure 74 415,- CZK, VAT incl.

- The offer price must include all costs of the candidate on high-quality construction of all the subject of discharge specified in the request documentation, in particular all the costs associated with the complete and high-quality performance and completion of the entire subject of discharge as specified in the request documentation, including any risks and effects (including inflation and exchange rate) during the realization of the discharge subject, and also includes any related costs, such as: the cost of transport, installation, transfer, putting into operation, training of operators, making required documents, performing the required tests, operating costs, copyright costs, insurance, taxes, customs duties and any other expenses related to the discharge of the subject.

If the candidate has applied wrong VAT rate for the determination of the individual items of the offer price in CZK incl.
